How long can I stay?

The length of stay is based on the 
type of assistance you are seeking 
and your willingness to work 
through the restoration process.

After you arrive, you will be ex-
pected to stay sober and to seek 
sobriety as a way of life.

You will be expected to participate 
in household chores and volunteer 
service as a way of treatment.

You will be expected to treat others 
with love and respect; to treat them 
as you desire to be treated.

You must live peaceably and con-
sider others in the house as your 
brother or sister. Fighting and sex-
ual activity will not be tolerated.

What can I expect at the Onesimus 
House?

¥ You will be loved and accepted. 

¥ You will not be condemned or belit-
tled. 

¥ You will find a safe, warm place to 
sleep, and a hot meal. 

¥ You will find encouragement 
backed with action. 

¥ We help you to locate a job as well 
as trying to give you the tools to get 
one. 

¥ You will find a gently structured en-
vironment designed to give you 
successful life skills. 

¥ You will find people willing to help 
you, not just tell you what needs to 
be done.

Is There A Cost? 
We conduct a 6-12 month residential 
restoration program designed to bring 
someone out of the cycle of homeless-
ness.

The program amounts to a Christian dis-
cipleship training. The facilities are a 
modest (no "country-club") rural moun-
tain living in a group home in a small 
town. We are not a state approved 
treatment provider. We operate fully as a 
Christian ministry with the love of God, 
the grace of Jesus Christ, and the fel-
lowship of the Holy Spirit.

The fee is $3100 covering the 6-12 
month program. It can be paid on a 
monthly basis if necessary.  Ask us 
about our work-for-treatment provision.
